Mommsen

219: Weimar economics—strong in 1927, but declining in 1928 into the Great Depression; The Right supported authoritarian groups against a potential Left coalition

220: Author suggests that the industry wanted authoritarianism to deal with the production crisis

233:  Increasingly people identified with extraparliamentary social and active groups like the Reichsbanner and Stahlhelm rather than with parliament

234:  Violent clashes between left and right, authorities too often on the side of the right

241: Referendum about the princes’ wealth was polarized into Bolshevik propadanda

245: After the left parties were tossed out of government in 1927, the new government had no coherent interests

247: The new elections the next year brought a further resurgence of SPD and KPD

251: Battle Cruiser A crisis—another instance of parliament being end-run round

258: The sense in 1928-9 among the Right that true reform would need the end of democracy

280: The Yong plebiscite another failed attempt to end-run the parliamentary process

291-2: Fallof the government in 1930 as the SPD was maneuvered into opposition

297: The failure of the Republic due to the piddling tax wtf?

301: Breakdown of society reflected in agricultural crises and movement of peasants to support radical anti- groups like the Nazis

303: sense that a “conservative revolution” against modernity was imminent; casual, quiet anti-semitism

305: The generation that had come of age after WWI now controlled the political tempo

310: Existing political parties had few opportunities for youth to gain power, so the young went outside; this at the same time as an idealization of youth

314: Nazis convinced voters that they would end partisan bickering, won great strength in 1930, an election that radicalized parliament so the bourgeois couldn’t rule alone

340: Nazis made contradictory promises (like Fascists)

359: The intransigence of the far-right opposition in 1930 led Chancellor Bruning to become increasingly autocratic and work outside the Reichstag

365: Subsidies to agriculture made the depression worse for everyone

387: Bruner’s 1930 Tribute Appeal led to massive predictable currency flight

391: and economic disaster
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
