	POINT OF  VIEW

	**Selects two relevant characters that can compared and provide insight into the story’s message or plot. i.e. one character should be a “main character” of the fairy tale, because essential to plot.
**Accurately identifies a major event in the fairy tale that is pivotal to the message, plot, and characters’ resolution.

** In topic and closing sentence of the paragraph, draws insightful and thoughtful conclusions from the different points of view.
** Accurately describes 1st character’s point of view, and creatively uses information known from story to infer 2nd character’s point of view.
	** Selects two relevant characters that can be compared, but points of view are too similar to draw new insight. 
** Identifies a major event in the fairy tale.
** Draws a thoughtful conclusion from the two points of view as seen in topic and closing sentence. May be missing a topic or closing sentence.

** Accurately describes 1st character’s point of view, infers 2nd character’s point of view.
	**Selects two characters that can be compared, but irrelevant to the important event of the story.
** Identifies an event in the story, but one that is not necessarily pivotal to the message, plot, and characters’ resolution.
** Restates that two points of view exists in the topic and closing sentence of paragraph, and isn’t clear about the significance of the characters’ point of view. Missing topic or closing sentence.
** Some errors describing 1st character’s point of view, provides a point of view of the 2nd character.
	** Selects two minor characters or only one character. Not much insight can be drawn because of unknown information about the characters.
**Identifies an inaccurate or non existing event in the story.
** Does not draw any conclusions, or does not include a topic and/or closing sentence.

** Inaccurate description of 1st character’s point of view, and does not use information known from story to infer 2nd character’s point of view. Or, does not provide POVs.
